H3D Stereoscopic Video System Users Guide

We know that you purchased the H3D system to enhance your multimedia entertainment experience.   Please follow these steps to properly install, configure, and operate your H3D system.  If you do, you’ll quickly learn to make the most of your purchase.

Hardware Setup

The H3D Video System
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Connecting the H3D System to Your TV
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1) Turn off the power to all of your electronic equipment before starting installation (TV, VCR, DVD, etc.).

2) Disconnect your RCA VIDEO cable (typically the cable with the yellow ends) connection between your VCR and your TV.

3) Connect the video out connection from your VCR directly to either one of the video connections on the back of the H3D control box.  

4) Use the RCA  video cable included with the H3D system to connect the unused video port on the back of the H3D control box to the VIDEO IN of your TV.  

5) Connect the H3D power adapter to the H3D control box and plug the power adapter into a 110V electrical outlet.

6) Connect the H3D glasses wire to the H3D control box.  

7) YOU ARE READY TO VIEW YOUR FAVORITE 3D VIDEO, 3D DVD or 3D TELEVISION PROGRAM.

NOTE:  YOU WILL ONLY SEE A 3D EFFECT IF THE PROGRAMING YOU ARE WATCHING WAS CREATED WITH SPECIAL 3D CAMERAS OR PROCESSES.  THE H3D SYSTEM WILL NOT CONVERT STANDARD 2D PROGRAMING TO 3D.

Using the H3D Video Viewing System

Your H3D Video system has two operating modes:
 
1.  Left-Eye-First video format;

2.  Right-Eye-First video format.

At the beginning of each 3D program, there will be a video field that will consist of the letters “L” and “R”.  If your H3D video system is set up correctly, then you should see only the “L”s with your left eye and the “R”s with your right eye.  If the 3D program does not have the “L” and “R” video fields or if you missed the beginning of the program, you can switch between MODES during the program to pick the mode that looks correct. 

Trouble Shooting and FAQs

Problem: I don’t see any 3D effect.  

· Be sure the programming you are watching is 3D.  If the programming is 3D, you should see a slight double image without the glasses.  

Problem: My screen flickers.  

· Some people can see flicker when watching a 3D program on a television.  To minimize flicker, turn down or turn off the lights in the room while you are watching 3D.  The darker the room, the less flicker you will notice.

Problem: The 3D images do not look correct.  

· Check to ensure the polarity of the images. The left image should only be seen by your left eye and the right image should only be seen by your right eye. The MODE switch on the H3D control box switches between a left-eye-first and a right-eye-first video format.  Be sure you have the H3D system set to the correct mode.

Problem: The 3D images have the correct polarity but the image still does not look right.

· Everyone’s visual system is a little different.  The 3D images are formatted for the average head size and eye separation. Try moving closer to or farther away from your monitor until the images can be viewed comfortably.

How does it work?

The way humans perceive 3 dimensions and depth in images is through the use of both eyes, each of which sees a slightly offset view of a scene. The two slightly different views are fused by our brain in a complex way that creates our perception of depth.

The H3D system shows you a two-eye view of the world from your monitor.  With the H3D system, depth-of-field is simulated using shutter-glasses with lenses that can alternate between clear and opaque (i.e., blocks light).  During use, a left-eye image is first displayed on a monitor, and the shutter-glasses left lens is clear, while the right lens is dark. The image on the monitor is then switched to the right-eye view, and the lenses of the shutter-glasses are reversed (left lens dark and right lens clear). This switching occurs many times a second, and your brain fuses these separate images into one truly 3-Dimensional image.

The switching of the images and the shutter-glass lenses is synchronized via a H3D control box. If viewed by the naked eye, without the shutter-glasses, the display on the monitor will appear as a double image, and seem blurred.
